FIRST READING: PROVERBS 8:1-4, 22-31

In the Bible, wisdom is portrayed in terms sometimes human and sometimes divine. Often, wisdom
is personified as feminine. In this passage, Woman Wisdom is depicted not only as the first
creation of God, but also as God’s helper, rejoicing in God’s creation, especially in human
beings.
